 Dictionary.com defines it as: the branch of theology concerned with the defense or proof of 

Christianity.  Have you ever had your faith in Christianity tested?  I certainly know that I have on    

numerous occasions.  I have grasped with the questions, “Who created God?” and, “Is the story of 

Adam and Eve literal or figurative?” and even, “What if I am wrong?”  My greatest frustration in all 

the questions is the lack of answers.  So many wonderfully brilliant men and women have answered 

me with, “Well, that‟s just not necessary for salvation,” and some more honestly, “I just don‟t know.”  

Aggravating as it was for  me, in retrospect I see that my faith in the supremacy of God‟s authority 

grew into my learning to trust Him more than my own mentality and ability to understand things.
